"S" hooks (or clothpins)
ribbons, mylar,ect to flag tent ropes/guylines
decorations lights, etc
solar lights
Candle lanters (and tealights!)
camp marker (flag, flasher, banners) BS and SBFM banners
bamboo poles to fly banner's from
duct tape to tape poles together, and just because
gloves! to setup/teardown (cause your hands will be raw!)
bungee's
stakes
hammer

Car
extra set of car keys peeps lose & lock themselves out all the time. Put name & camp loc on them.
car cover (optional, but nice)
jumper cables
fix-a-flat
spare tire check air pressure & condition
check all fluids

Camp Stuff pack in milk crates, use crates as shelves (or step stool for roof items) once unloaded
Shower

shower Cabella's $99 one is GREAT @ cabellas.com
platform make out of plastisized wood
portable solar shower bag
lock
sign: PRIVATE do not use please "not a public shower, please do not use"
guylines, stakes, mylar
black tarp, 2X4's, special pullout nails gray water collection
porta potty ------------------------------------tp, mini garbage can, plastic bag liners, blue liquid

Lighting
Lantern(s) + extra batteries
Flashlight/Headlamp + extra batteries
jesus candles (without jesus)

Comforts
Chair(s), chaise lounge, etc nice to bring extra for guests if you have room/funds
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hammock luxury item, but so nice to have Target $99 one breaks down
2 big collapsable tables Costo $15 breaks down into bag
1 sm collapsable table
footbath tub & vinegar don't forget a bit of vinegar to neutralize the water

Sleeping Comforts
Pillow(s)
Sleeping Bag warm one, as nights can get very cold! 40's
Air Mattress or Pad w/ patch repair kit
air pump (for bed and bicycle if needed)
nylon tarp or extra sheet bed dust cover- optional
mattress pad and sheets to keep you cool and sweat-free
snuggly blanket to use while sitting outdoors at night
rug beater to knock the dust out of stuff before bringing it in 

Camp stuff: optional
generator + cords/power strips
generator fuel + sound baffling boards
fire extinguishers if you're burning art

Kitchen pack in plastic box w/ lid
Stove, propane, matches for outdoor cooking
Pots/Pans/Spoons/Forks/serving too
Plates/Bowls/Cup-hot, Cup cold paper
thermal coffee press
teapot & guest cups
Coffee cup! or you'll have to carry the cup back to your camp
Dishpan, brush & biodegrad dishsoap
mesh bag to dry out wet garbage
garbage bags (thick ones that tie shut)heavy duty
ziploc heavy duty bags to protect camera gear/electronic gear
tupperware to protect food from cooler water
paper towels

4 dish towels
5day Cooler w/ insulation blanket! (filled w/ frozen food & pre chilled food) insulation blanket is KEY to ice life
ICE get blocks, they last longer!
insulated backpack for ice runs

Essentials pack in plastic box
1 CAMELBACK (or other hydration pak) This is mandatory!  Buy style w/ large H2O bladder & room to carry gear like:

Camelback contents: -------------------> Sunblock, lip balm, mini-lotion, hand sanitizer or mini-baby wipes, camera, map,
TP in baggie, playa gifts, notepad, bike tools, walkie-talkie, extra bandana, etc.

First Aid Kit bandaids,neosporin,
1 Sunscreen (minimum rating of 50) bring enough for every day

Perscriptions, aspirin, pepto, etc headaches are common out there
eye glasses  (contacts dry out)
goggles and sunglasses amber goggles for night, dark ones for daytime
lense cleaner
Aloe vera gel for sunburns (cause everyone may burn a little at some point)
lotion (extra dry skin formula) bring lots, you'll go thru it
lavendar balm or some other heavy balm for feet & hands
lip balms w/SPF (2 or 3) 2-3; one in camelback, one at camp, keep in cooler if it is prone to melt
Sunscreen (minimum rating of 50) buy two or more tubes, you'll go thru it
eye drops (to soothe from dust) Collirium is my favorite, no weird chemicals & comes with eye cup
saline nose spray this is a life saver! (don't get the decongestant one, just plain saline)
Mole skin blisters are common, your feet will love you for it
toothbrush & paste / mouthwash/floss
brush/comb
nail clippers & pedi gear
ear plugs (essential!)
hair ornaments,ties & pieces in clear plastic box
makeup: regular in clear plastic box
makeup: theatrical (bowl, brush, qtips in clear plastic box
mirror (free standing) magifying side too
kleenex issue w/ lotion you'll appreciate the extra moisture!
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2 rolls TP put a bit in a plastic bag and keep in camelback, keep rest in camp
shampoo/soap : biodegradable
dr bronners soap
vinegar & foot soaking basin this is key to keeping healthy feet (and refreshing tired party & trekking feet)

3 handi wipes/baby wipes multiple boxes (you'll go thru them). Keep a mini pkg in your camelback.
spray bottle or misty mate for misting
lavendar or essential oil to scent misting water
pads / tampons / extra undies

2 2 bath towels keep used towels inside tent, puts a bit of moisture in air & keeps dust free'ish
2 hand/face towels optional
2 washcloths helps conserve shower water (well, it works for me)

camera extra batteries, charger, disk storage
walkie talkie great for the caravan to/from the playa, great for on-playa

Personal Gear
music for the ride there/home
camera & protective case
loads of film/memory discs
extra batteries
battery charger
mobile phone & car charger for the road (no service while on playa)
playa GIFTS I.E.necklaces, bracelettes, windchimes, squirt guns, stickers, lippy
art projects: playa journal proj
camelback and/or backpack it's in here twice, cause it's that  important
leatherman or tool kit keep it in your car

ICE! blocks are best

2 flats of gatorade or "emergenC" or other electrolyte replenisher
suggestions:

peppermint tea bags (make sun tea in plastic water jugs)
tea or coffee
frappacinno cold- yummy goodness
cranberry or other juice frozen (cranberry is good for C, soothing to tummy…)
chai cold is Nirvana
milk or soymilk cold/frozen
diet coke or soda cold
alcohol (if you imbibe) tequilla & mixer & salt
sekanjabin syrup ez to make, rich in electrolytes, and YUMMY URL:

melon: keep cool, do not store in your car, or you'll have a mushy mess to cart home
fruit: grapes, favorites

tamari mix or other mixes in ziploc or sealable bag
chips bring clip or clothespin to keep dust out
pickles ice cold from the cooler
